The City of Brookings ordains as follows:
Section 1. Ordinance Identified. This ordinance amends Ordinance No. 315, enacted

June 19, 1979, titled An Ordinance Regulating the Consumption of Alcoholic Beverages on
Public Premises.

Section 2. Amendment to Ordinance No. 315.

Ordinance No. 315 is amended to read:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any person to drink, consume, transport, carry, or
possess any alcoholic liquor, except in the original package with the seal unbroken, on any
public premises.

Section 2. The term alcoholic liquor, as used in this ordinance, shall be construed to
mean and include any liquid intended for human consumption containing more than one half of
one per cent by volume of alcohol.

Section 3. For the purpose of this ordinance, public premises shall include city parks,
city buildings, city parking lots, and other premises under the control of the city, but shall not
include public highways.

Section 4. Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall, upon
conviction thereof, be punished by a fine not exceeding $500.
