Subject: Sheriff Department Budget

Background/Discussion:

Sheriff John Bishop has requested to address the City Council concerning the financial condition
of the Sheriff’s Department and the potential impacts to the City of Brookings in the event of a
significant reduction in the Sherriff’s Department operating budget in 2010-11.

Possible actions being contemplated include reducing or eliminating road deputies and ceasing
jail operations.

Reducing or eliminating road deputies could, potentially, increase pressure on the City’s police
department to respond to life-threatening emergency calls in the adjacent unincorporated area. It
would also further reduce or eliminate the ability of the City to rely upon Sheriff’s deputies as a
resource to assist City police officers during emergencies. This becomes more critical during
those periods when there is only one City police officer on duty.

Closing the jail would mean that virtually all persons arrested by Brookings police offtcers
would be “cited and released.” Arrangements would need to be made with an adjoining County

to accept serious/violent offenders; estimates are that housing arrestees in an out-of-county
facility would cost $85.00+ per day. A system to transport offenders to/from an out-of-county

jail facility would need to be developed and funded.
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
