Subject: Authorize Placement of Vietnam Veterans Memorial “Moving Wall” at Azalea Park

Recommended Motion: Motion to authorize Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 966 to undertake
the temporary placement of the Vietnam Veterans Memorial “Moving Wall‘at Azalea Park,
waive all park use fees for the event and suspend park use hours for the Band shell/Lawn Area

during the period of the event, June 23-29, 2010.

Some staff time will be involved in assisting the event organizers in gaining access to the park

and set up.

Background/Discussion:
The Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 966 has requested authorization to use the band shell, lawn

area and concession stand at Azalea Park for hosting the Vietnam Veterans Memorial “Moving
Wall” during the period June 23-29, 2010. This is a national exhibit consisting of a replica of the
Vietnam Veterans Memorial Wall in Washington, D.C. A condition of the exhibit owner in
providing the exhibit is that it be available to the public for viewing 24-hours a day. VFW
members will be providing security for the exhibit during this period. The area of the exhibit
will also be posted for no pets, no smoking and no food, in accordance with owner requirements.
The VEW has also requested that the park use fee be waived; this fee would be $780.

~ who died or are missing in Vietnam, especially those who may not have the
opportunity to see the Vietnam Veterans Memorial in Washington DC.

“Visttors to The Moving Wall are moved beyond words, said Jim Thebaut,
- Commander of VFW Post 966_, “The Moving Wall allows people to
